If contractors move at Patricia Karl’s speed, the
Lawrence Family Development Charter School will have its
new addition in full operation by the time classes start in
September, 2006.

The Lawrence Family Development & Education Fund,
Charter School, located at 34 West Street, just took
possession of the former Saint Anne’s Convent, located at
the corner of Haverhill and West Street. This property also
includes the former Haverhill School.

“Back in 2004 when we found out that the convent and
the school was for sale, we made a pitch to the Archdiocese,
but we didn’t get it,” said LFDCS Executive Director, Patricia
Karl. “We tried again when we found out that a development
group from Lawrence had acquired the property with the
intention of converting into housing. We made an offer to
them and this time we got it!” said Karl with a big smile in
her face.

Plans for the old convent includes, in the first floor, a
large reception area and offices and, very important, moving
the Maria del Pilar Center into the first floor, meaning that
they will be able to admit more adults to the ESL and
Citizenship classes. “The library, which by the way was left
intact, will be a family literacy library,” said Karl.

Upstairs, where bedrooms used to be, they will be
turned into classrooms by knocking a few walls and the
space from the old chapel will be used for a state-of-the-art
Computer Lab.

The more modern structure behind the old convent will
be converted into 4 classrooms for 15 children each, with a
ratio of one adult per 7 students starting at age 4. “These
children will receive breakfast, lunch and teaching all at no

cost for their parents, for two years,”
said Karl, who is convinced that one
year of kindergarten is not enough.
“When they finally enter first grade,
the will be ready to fly,” she said.

El Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.:
El hombre y su legado

El domingo
anterior, enero 15, el
Dr. Martin Luther King
Jr. habria tenido
setenta y siete afios
de edad. Esono esuna
edad extremadamente
vieja, pero la
posibilidad de que
este hombre habia considerado, cuando dijo
a los trabajadores de sanidad en Memphis,
Tennessee, en abril 3 de 1968, un dia antes
de su asesinato: “Como todo el mundo, me
gustaria vivir una vida larga. La longevidad
tiene su lugar. Pero eso no me concierne
ahora...” (New York Times, abril 5 de 1968.)
En realidad nunca estuvo concernido.

Esta semana, al igual que cada afio
hacemos alrededor de la celebracion del
cumpleafios del Dr. King en mi universidad,
asistimos a un desayuno bien atendido de
recordacion por este hombre. Es una
celebracion gozosa donde su memoria esta
descrita con historias sobre su breve pero
fructifera carrera de treinta y nueve anos de
vida. Ha habido muchos seres que han
viajado a través de este planeta en varios

momentos de nuestra historia escrita eran
faros de esperanza y entendimiento en un
océano sombrio y oscuro de odio y
confusion. Esos seres se destacaban clara
y humanamente en nuestra cronica de
desarrollo como hitos y marcas espirituales.

Algunas de esas figuras poseian la
naturaleza filosofica de creencias religiosas
que ahora llamamos divinidad o sus
variedades. Aunque seamos o0 no creyentes,

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King no es la excepcion. Es muy facil para
muchos de nosotros caer en la trampa de
mirar a su memoria estrictamente como si
fuera un profeta negro, un lider civico o un
politico. No me deja de maravillar el nimero
de libros, discursos y entrevistas por parte
de algunos que lo conocieron o dicen
haberlo conocido y hacen su aparicion en
el escenario alrededor de los tradicionales
tributos de enero tratando de obtener un
poco de luz en sus “vidas de quieta
desesperacion” de la que hablara el escritor
Henry David Thoreau. Y en muchas
ocasiones es su humanidad, con manchas
y todo, lo que eso parece dominar los
comentarios del momento.

Existen todavia las habladurias
insensibles sobre su vida privada, las
investigaciones sospechosas del FBI sobre
sus inclinaciones politicas, y otros asuntos
sin consecuencia historica que murieron
también. Parece que su imagen brilla bajo la
luz concentrada por el proyector manejado
por aquellos que lo conocian o creian
conocerlo a ¢l pero no a su alma y su
conciencia. Nos limitamos seriamente, sin
embargo, si miramos a este hombre
solamente como un luchador de derechos
civiles negros. En el hilo largo de 1a historia,
los prejuicios, las discriminaciones y los
abusos que se impusieron a los
descendientes de esclavos en esta nacion
y que ahora llamamos afroamericanos eran
muy reales y el Dr. King no nos dejé
olvidarlo. Pero ¢l vio mucho mas alla de esa
causa. El sabia que la discriminacion humana
contra un grupo era evidencia de prejuicio
humano contra todos los grupos.

Le toc6 a este hombre de color ponerse
de pie y decir: jbasta ya! Como hombres o
mujeres blancos nuestras voces no hubieran
sido creibles porque no habiamos sufrido
la inmensidad de esas violaciones en
nuestra propia carne; intelectualmente tal
vez hubiéramos sonado virtuosos,
emocionalmente hubiéramos sido una
falsedad.

La causa del Dr. King fue mas grande
que esa batalla, fue una guerra sobre
principios universales que son tan eternos
como la lucha entre el bien y el mal.

Si usted era un desposeido ¢l estaba
ahi para apoyarlo. Si usted era blanco o
negro, hombre o mujer, derecho o gay, ¢l
estaba a su lado en un arco iris de igualdad
que emanaba del respeto que nos tenia

como miembros de la raza humana. El Dr.
King pudo ser la reencarnaciéon de los
soldados rebeldes o los padres fundadores
que alzaron sus voces contra Inglaterra
durante nuestra Guerra de Independencia;
o el espiritu de un Mahatma Gandhi que
queria liberar su tierra india de la esclavitud
britanica. El pudo testificar y oponerse a la
pena sufrida por las victimas del holocausto
en Europa durante la Segunda Guerra
Mundial. Pudo haber tocado a nuestras
puertas y conciencias arrematando contra
nuestra apatia frente a la pobreza y la
ignorancia. La diferencia hubiera sido solo
una cuestion de los tiempos historicos
cuando su corazén latia.

En todos esos ejemplos, no hubiera
tenido piel de color alguna o voz de un
acento especifico porque hubiera tenido una
piel de muchos colores y una voz de muchos
tonos: las de usted y la mia. Es asi que hoy
debemos evitar leerlo erradamente cuando
recordamos esa vida dedicada a otros que
evolucion6 hacia una mezcla de heroismo y
un despliego de martirio que ni busco ni
evito.

Cuando el tiempo transcurra, al igual
que lo hagan las vidas de aquellos que,
como nosotros, fuimos testigos de su labor
0, como otros, lo conocieron personalmente,
su figura crecera. El se ira aislando en el
terreno sagrado de la Historia. Mucho
tiempo pasara después que sus interpretes
se hayan ido: familiares, amigos,
simpatizantes, enemigos, todos mezclados
en el mundo de los olvidados o, si acaso, el
de los citados. El quedara atras y se
mantendra en pie por si mismo en los
portales donde otros que se han ido desde
hace mucho tiempo ahora se hallan también.
Sera entonces que su contribucion sera
reconocida, tal vez por nuestros nietos y
los suyos, posiblemente por un mundo que
ignorara las rutinas mundanas de su vida y
se concentrara en la grandeza de su legado
y escuchard al verdadero significado de sus
palabras.

Eso ocurrird tal vez cuando el resto de
la humanidad haya realizado su vision del
otro lado de la montana que todavia no
vemos. Como ¢l dijo: “la longevidad tiene
su lugar,” pero nosotros sabemos que
eternidad fue su alternativa. Recordemos a
Dr. Martin Luther King, el hombre de todo
los tiempos que tuvimos la suerte que vivi
cuando lo necesitdbamos y nos dejé w
legado de esperanza que podemos adopta:
para vivir. Pero por encima de todo, que
hayan otros que sigan sus principios y su
ejemplo y no con palabras para los
desayunos o los banquetes.

WASHINGTON — El Servicio de
Impuestos Internos (IRS) lanz6 hoy la
temporada de impuestos del 2006 con una
nueva imagen para su popular sitio de
Internet, ademas de herramientas y
servicios electronicos mejorados que
ayudaran a los contribuyentes y a los
preparadores de impuestos.

La agencia estd enviando 17.7 millones
de paquetes tributarios 1040 esta semana a
contribuyentes que anteriormente han
presentado declaraciones en papel. El
numero de paquetes tributarios en papel que
se envian a contribuyentes sigue
declinando segin mdas personas eligen
declarar electronicamente.

El IRS espera procesar cerca de 135
millones de declaraciones individuales en
2006 y espera que contintie creciendo la
presentacion electronica de declaraciones
por “e-file”. La agencia sobrepasd una
importante meta el afio pasado cuando mas
de la mitad de los contribuyentes en el pais
presentaron sus declaraciones
electrénicamente. El e-file del IRS estard
disponible a partir de este mes.

“Esperamos que e-file siga creciendo
este aio”, dijo el Comisionado del IRS Mark
W. Everson. “Recordamos a los
contribuyentes que e-file es rapido, seguro
y confiable”.

Los contribuyentes que usan e-file y
eligen que sus reembolsos sean depositados
directamente a su cuenta bancaria pueden
recibir su reembolso en dos semanas y hasta
menos. Esto es menos de la mitad del tiempo
del que toman las declaraciones en papel.

El IRS y un consorcio de
fabricantes de programas tributarios
electrénicos comenzaran el cuarto afio del
popular servicio gratuito para personas
elegibles por sus ingresos. Free File provee
programas tributarios gratuitos y el e-file
gratis para personas que ganan $50,000 o
menos. Cada fabricante ofrece un producto
propio y dispone su criterio de elegibilidad
dentro de ciertos limites. Contribuyentes
que antes usaban Telefile deberian probar
Free File. Los usuarios tendran que ingresar
al programa de Free File a través de IRS.gov
para calificar.

Asistente del Impuesto Minimo
Alternativo (AMT). Cada afo los
contribuyentes deben considerar si tendran
que pagar el impuesto minimo alternativo.
El propdsito del Asistente de AMT es
proporcionar una prueba sencilla para

contribuyentes que completan sus
impuestos sin usar programas que
determinan si estan sujetos al AMT.

Asistente de EITC. Los profesionales de
impuestos y los contribuyentes deberian
probar el Asistente del Crédito Tributario
por Ingreso del Trabajo (EITC). El Asistente
de EITC ayuda a determinar si una persona
es elegible para recibir este valioso crédito
tributario y provee un estimado de la
cantidad del crédito. Este ano, también
ayudard a las victimas del huracan Katrina
a decidir cudl ingreso opcional deben usar.
Esté disponible en espaiiol e inglés.

Asistencia por Huracanes. EI IRS ha
establecido una linea telefonica gratuita para
victimas de huracanes, 1-866-562-5227.
También hay muchos cambios a las leyes
tributarias para las victimas de los
huracanes Katrina, Rita y Wilma, negocios
ubicados en areas de desastre, y para
personas donando a caridades que ayudan
a las victimas. Estos cambios estan
disponibles en IRS.gov. Ademas, la agencia
esta preparando la Publicacion 4492 que
detallard estos cambios.

Para 2006, las declaraciones de
impuestos deben ser presentadas parael 17
de abril, ya que este afo la fecha tradicional
del 15 de abril cae en un fin de semana. Sin
embargo, algunos contribuyentes en el
noreste —  Maine, Maryland,

Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Nueva
York, Vermont y el Distrito de Columbia —
tendran como fecha limite el 18 de abril,
debido a un dia festivo estatal de
Massachusetts donde el IRS tiene un centro
que procesa declaraciones tributarias.

Otro cambio dard a los declaradores
tardios seis meses para poner sus
declaraciones al correo. Los contribuyentes
que no pueden cumplir con la fecha limite
de abril deben presentar la Forma 4868,
Solicitud de Prorroga Automatica. Ahora, la
prérroga para presentar una declaracion
sera hasta el 16 de octubre para la mayoria
de contribuyentes. Antes la Forma 4868
automaticamente daba a los contribuyentes
cuatro meses.

Una vez que el contribuyente presenta
su declaracion de impuestos, puede seguir
la ruta de su reembolso con la herramienta
electronica “Where’s My Refund?”
(¢;Doénde Esta Mi Reembolso?). Los
contribuyentes necesitaran cierta
informacion exacta de su planilla de
impuestos para poder usar la herramienta.
Ingrese a este sitio seguro del Internet para
informarse si el IRS ha procesado la
declaracion y enviado el reembolso.

El sitio de Internet del IRS es, en
algunas épocas del afio, uno de los sitios
mas transitados del Internet. En el afo fiscal
2005, hubo mas de 176 millones de visitas a
IRS.gov y 1.2 billones de entradas a sus
paginas.

Building Dedication Remarks

Before announcing the dedication, I’d
like to recognize a few people. Don’t worry
—my lovely wife Adriana warned me to keep
it brief.

First of all, I’d like to introduce and to
thank my family here tonight. My wife
Adriana, our kids Isabella and Oliver, my
Dad Ron Ansin, and my Mom Betsey Ansin.

A very special thank you to you Dad.
When I asked you to come to Lawrence to
hear a pitch by the Club, you didn’t hesitate
for a second. Then afterwards, when I asked
if you’d be willing to match my gift, again,
you didn’t bat an eye. I think your exact
words were, “Sure I will!” I’ve never met
anyone who has as much fun giving their
money away as you do. Or, as you like to
say, giving away my inheritance.

Dad, you are an amazing human being
who has taught me well. This is my first
experience up here at the podium at an event
like this, having my own kids in the audience
looking back at me. I can remember being in
the audience so many times through the
years, a young boy looking up at my Dad
wondering, “Hmmm... what’s Dad doing up
there this time?” What [ remember more than
anything is how much fun you always
seemed to be having.

Now I know how you felt. Being at this
podium tonight, being able to help such an
incredible place as this, and to have my
family here with me — especially my own
kids - well, it just doesn’t get any better
than this. Isabella and Oliver - if you
remember anything from tonight, remember
this. Daddy’s having so much fun up here!

I’d like to thank you, Mike Morris.
Uncle Mike. You’ve become a mentor of
mine in more ways than you know. One of
the last times I called on Mike for advice, he
said, “What! You want more advice you’re
not gonna follow?” OK, so maybe I haven’t
always followed all of your advice down to
the letter. But I do always listen to you and
I admire you for who you are and what you
do. As you like to say, “If not us, then who?”
I listened to you then because you were
absolutely right. So I guess that means I do
listen to you at times. Thank you for being

my friend.
One of the extraordinary things about
this Boys and Girls Club is how

intergenerational and intercultural it is. I look
at the roster of staff, donors and volunteers
and in addition to Latino surnames like Velez
and Nova, Ayala and Nunez, Bare and
Brenes, and De La Cruz and Jimenez, there’s
even more Anglo names like Kelley and
Morris, Perocchi and Salafia, Rogers and
Santigati, Sullivan and Richter, Dahar and
DeLuca, Baroni and Robinson. Not exactly
Latino surnames.

These are the names of the kids who
came to this club in their day from the Irish
neighborhoods, from the Italian
neighborhoods, the Syrian neighborhoods
or from the Jewish neighborhoods. What
binds us all together — Latino and Anglo
alike - is we are all part of the same team —
and the common mission is to help today’s
kids — who happen today to be almost
exclusively Latino.

In doing so, we’re assuring that these
boys and girls will have the same
opportunities as we all did, regardless of
where they’re parents happen to be from
today. We understand that it doesn’t matter
where a kid’s from. It doesn’t matter what
color they are. Akidissakid. Period! Each

deserves a safe and nurturing place where
they can be loved for who they are, and can
be led on the same road to happiness and
confidence. That should be their birthright!
And now the dedication.

When Dad and I agreed to make our
joint gift to the Club, we had no idea that
we’d be given the honor of naming this
magnificent, new facility. As luck would
have it - or more accurately, as my Dad with
help from Uncle Mike would have it - I was
given the monumental task of deciding
whose name should be affixed to the outside
of this new awesome, new building.

The best way I can describe how it felt,
it was like my Dad and Mike had handed me
this precious, royal crown. And it would be
my job to identify its rightful owner.

As fate would have it, my friend Gino
Baroni just happened to be at my office at
the Wood Mill on my first full day of
deliberation. Now some of you may not
know this, but Gino is a very close relative
of the Gino Baroni for whom they named
the new addition over at Central Catholic.

So close in fact, Gino is THE Gino Baroni
they named the new addition after. So who
better to ask for advice that someone who
even though he wanted no part of it — now
has a room named after him at Central?

Gino and I sat down together on the
very old, very wobbly - but newly painted!

schools safe?

Last week, an eighth grade student from
the Guilmette School was suspended when
a gun was found in his locker. The only
way parents heard about it was through their
own children because the administration
never contacted them to put their minds at
ease.

The same thing happened a couple of
weeks earlier at that school when a knife
was found in the student’s possession.

A few months ago, a student at the
Henry K. Oliver School was seen showing
his BB gun to his peers in the bathroom. It
was days later when parents were notified
of'that incident. “My interpretation of what
they told me was that they did not want to
bother parents with something they had
already resolved,” a mother told me.

Last November, a sixth grader at the
Oliver School was caught trying to sell
marihuana to other children. Two days later,
parents were notified that the student had
been permanently removed from school.

Some parents of the Oliver School want
a meeting with the school authorities to be
assured that their children’s safety will not
be jeopardized any longer but it is to no
avail.

“There are thousands of mothers like
myself who would like to be able to pay for
private education,” said a woman who
didn’t want to be identified. “The public
school system that we have, beginning with
the clown that we have as superintendent,
is a disaster and we know our children are
receiving a mediocre education.
Unfortunately, that is not possible and we
have to send our children day after day not
knowing what to expect,” she added.

But the school that seems to have the
most incidents is the Guilmette. About three
weeks ago, someone was caught with a
knife but there have been six knife incidents
in recent weeks there. In that latest case,
the student was dismissed and he made an

appearance in court but last week, according
to some students who witnessed it, an
eighth grader was hiding a gun in his locker
under some books. He was arrested by
police officers and kicked out of school.

As in the Oliver School cases, parents
are not notified when these things happen
and their questions to the administration
go unanswered.

Four members of the School Committee
were contacted and they have no idea that
these incidents are taking place. Amy
McGovern wants to place in the next agenda
amotion forcing the administration to notify
them within 24 hours of anything happening
that may involve the police or the safety of
the student body.

Upon calling Police Chief John J.
Romero, he assured me that there are no
records involving Lawrence Police and the
incidents listed above. When asked if
Lawrence police officers are the ones frisking
students at the Guilmette School he said
that police officers don’t do that.

Are Lawrence public

Parents have expressed their disgust
at the fact that their children are being
frisked by officers with a female officer
searching the girls for weapons. “There
has to be a better way!” said a mother on
the telephone.

Chief Romero agreed that children may
not distinguish between a police officer and
a security guard from the school system.
Too many students are telling awful stories
to their parents; the administration is not
giving them the right answers and it has
become obvious that the two police officers
assigned to the school system for
emergencies are kept out of the loop. Since
no reports are ever made, the police
department has no knowledge of vandalism,
weapons, personal attacks, etc. involving
the schools.

One sad reality is that the security
guards are now unionized and part of the
contract gives them an incentive for keeping
school incidents at a lower level.

Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.: The man
and his legacy

Sunday,
January 15, Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr. would
have been 77 years
old. Not an extremely
old age by any means,
but one possibility
that the man had
considered when he
said, addressing the sanitation workers in
Memphis, Tennessee on April 3, 1968, a day
before his assassination: “Like anybody, I
would like to live a long life. Longevity has
its place. But I’'m not concerned about that
now....” (The New York Times, April 5,
1968.) Actually, he never was concerned.

This week, as we do every year around
the celebration of Dr. King’s birthday, we
had at my university a well attended
breakfast of remembrance for this great man.
It is a joyful celebration where his memory
is punctuated by stories about his brief but
fruitful thirty-nine-year long life. There have
been many beings traveling through this
planet at various times of our recorded
history that were beacons of hope and
understanding in an otherwise bleak and
dark ocean of hate and confusion. Those
beings stood clearly and openly in our
human development chronicle as spiritual
milestones.

Some of those figures had the nature
of philosophical or religious beliefs we call
now deity or its variations. Whether we are
believers or not, for Jews, Christians,
Muslims, Buddhists and Confucians,
amongst others, the names of Moses, Jesus,
Mohammad, Buddha or Confucius stand
clearly as pillars of change for the betterment
of humankind and many of us go through

life happy to follow their philosophies. The
name of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. was
certainly one of those added to the list, if
not as deity, at least as one of their greatest
and most faithful followers.

History has proven that those of us
who are called great are not truly recognized
universally as so while those of their
generations are alive and well. Dr King is
no exception. It is easy for many ofus to fall
into the trap of looking at his memory strictly
as a black prophet, a civic leader or a
politician. One does not stop wondering the
number of books, speeches and interviews
from many who knew him or claim to have
known him and appear on the stage around
his traditional January tributes trying to get
light in the obscurity of “their lives of quiet
desperation” described by Henry David
Thoreau. And in many occasions, it is his
humanity, foibles and all, which appear to
be the comments of the day.

There are the usual insensitive gossips
about his private life, the so-called
investigations by the FBI about his political
inclinations, issues without historic
consequences that also died. It seems that
his image shines under the spot light of
those who knew or thought knew him or
chronicled him, but not his soul and his
conscience. We limit ourselves though, if
we look at this man solely as a black civil
rights fighter. In the long thread of history,
the prejudices, discriminations and abuses
visited and imposed on the descendants of
slaves in this country we now call African
Americans were real and he would not let
us forget it; so he knew better and went
beyond. He knew that human discrimination
against a group of people is evidence of

human prejudice against all peoples.

It was up to this black man to stand up
and say! Enough! As white men or women,
our voices would not have been credible
because we would not have suffered the
immensity of the violations in our own flesh;
intellectually we would have sounded
virtuous; emotionally we would have been
a fake. Dr. King’s cause was bigger than
that battle and was about a war for universal
principles that are as eternal as the fight
between good and evil.

If you were dispossessed, he was there
for you. If you were white or black, man or
woman, straight or gay he would stand on
your side in a rainbow of equality emanating
from the respect he had for us as members
of the human race. Dr. King could have been
a reincarnation of one of the rebelling
soldiers or Founding Fathers who were
raising their voices against England during
our War of Independence, or a Mahatma
Gandhi who wanted to free his Indian land
from the British bondage. He could have
witnessed and opposed the pain of the
victims of the holocaust in Europe during
World War II. He could have been knocking
at our doors and consciences rallying
against our own apathy about poverty and
ignorance. The difference would have been
only a matter of the historical times when
his heart had beaten.

In all of those cases, he would not have

had a skin of any color or a voice of any
specific accent because he would have had
a skin of many colors and a voice of many
inflections: yours and mine. So today, we
must avoid misreading him, when we
remember a life dedicated to others until it
evolved into a mixture of heroism and a
display of martyrdom he neither looked for
nor avoided.

As time goes by and so do the lives of
those who, like us, witnessed his work or,
like others, knew him personally, his figure
will grow. He will be left alone on the grounds
of History. Lone gone will be his
interpreters: family, friends, sympathizers,
enemies, all mixed together in the world of
the forgotten or, at best, the quoted. He will
stand on his own in the same sacred halls
where others long gone stand now as well.
It is then that his contribution will be
recognized, perhaps by our grandchildren
and his own, maybe by a world that will
ignore the mundane routines of his life and
will concentrate on the greatness of his
legacy and will listen to the true meaning of
his words.

That is possibly when the rest of
humanity will have realized the vision he
had of the other side of the mountain we
have failed to see yet. As he said, longevity
had its place, but we know that eternity was
his alternative. Let us remember Dr. Martin
Luther King Jr. the man of all times who
happened to live with us when we needed it
and left us a message of hope to live by we
still require. But most of all, that there will
be others who follow his principles and his
example with deeds and not with words for
breakfasts or banquets. The outside
appearance may distract some of us now,
but it is the inside form of his soul that
counts, and that has and will never have
any color. And that is my point of view
today.

permitting process so residents can make
improvements in their properties without
miles of red tape. We had a grant for this in
the mid 1990s and it was never finished
because I believe there was never a desire
to make the needed changes.

Let’s
investigate establishing a real co-op with
surrounding communities to create
purchasing power to lower prices for
difficult commodities such as health
insurance—not just light bulbs and common
office products,” added Savastano.

Savastano has been active in numerous
community activities and business
organizations such as: The Essex County
Advisory Board, North Andover Cable
Committee, Youth Center Committee,
Joseph N. Hermann Memorial Committee,
Third Fire Station Committee. He currently
serves North Andover as its Senior
Operations Officer for the Emergency
Management Agency.

as one of filers of the ten-taxpayer lawsuit.
He is the former President of the Sons of
Italy Lodge #1646 and currently holds a seat
at both the State and National levels of the
Sons of Italy.

Youth Services Man of the Year in 1996,
Democrat of the Year in 2005, Italian
Brotherhood Man of the Year in 2005.

Mayor James
Fiorentini Lobbies for
Dredge Money

Washington D.C.: Mayor James
Fiorentini is traveling to Washington this
week for the 74" Winter Meeting of the U.S.
Conference of Mayors with the focus of
opening the Merrimack River to boating
again.

“Maintaining a riverfront open to
commercial and recreational boating is
integral to our plan for the revitalizing of
our downtown area. Rivers need to be
dredged periodically to keep them deep
enough to be navigable. I'm working hard
with Senator Kennedy and Senator Kerry
to get the funding to accomplish just that.”
Said Mayor Fiorentini.

The Mayor will be meeting with staff
members from both of the Senators offices
on Friday.

The river needs to be between 5 and 7
feet deep to allow boats safe passage. Some
areas within the walled downtown area are
in less than two feet of water at low tide
according to Harbormaster Mike Vetts.

Dredging the Merrimack River will open up
traffic coming upstream from the
Newburyport area. If the river is dredged,
Haverhill will be able to dock commercial
fishing vehicles, especially since
Newburyport is almost at capacity for
docking, and has limited commercial
docking facilities on their waterfront.

The City of Haverhill has plans for
opening a Town Marina and installing a
large mooring field after dredging is
complete.

“The Merrimack is such a beautiful river,
and an important part of our city. All the
stores and restaurants downtown are within
walking distance of the city dock. I want
the opportunity for everyone to be able to
enjoy the river, and our downtown, to the
fullest.”

The Army Corps of Engineers has
money budgeted for this year to begin
sampling the river bottom sediment in areas
to be dredged.

Haverhill Mayor James J. Fiorentini
spoke on Friday to the Merrimack Valley
Chamber of Commerce and to the Greater
Haverhill Chamber of Commerce.

At each event, the Mayor stressed that
removing regulatory roadblocks was the key
to improving Haverhill’s tax base. The
Mayor spoke of permitting roadblocks that
have hindered downtown development, and
prevented older factory buildings from
being redeveloped. Fiorentini targeted what
he said were outdated parking and zoning
rules.

The Mayor said that the key to
preserving open space and the beauty and
character of the city was to push growth

towards the downtown. He said his goal
for the upcoming year was to bring a New
Urbanism project to the city. New urbanism
is a design concept that allows residents
and businesses to live in the same area.

“It is the old fashioned Main Street that
we remember as kids,” said Fiorentini, “with
wide pedestrian friendly sidewalks, tree lined
streets, and people living above the stores.”
The first new urbanism project was in
Seaside Florida, and there are now over 1,000
new urbanism developments throughout
the country. “We know our city is going to
grow,” said Fiorentini. “We want it to grow
downtown and in the old factory areas, not
in the outskirts.”

Do you recall
Elward’s Diner in
Southie? How about
Joubert’s on Broadway
just past Lawton’s going
towards Essex St. Didja
ever eat at Ritzy’s and
try their Italian food and
great beef stew? A lot of Italians got tripe
and soofreets at this diner and each meal
included great Italian bread.

On Lawrence St. Frank’s Diner was a
coffee shop that on many days the high
school sharpies would hang out at. Many
times that was where the class cutters would
congregate. The immortal LHS football
coach Ed Buckley would love to tell the
stories about going to Frank’s to round up
his players that would later become State
Champs namely, Joe Pauta, Mike Riccio,
Mike DiGaetano and others.

Remember “Where the elite meet the
dawn”? Sure you do! It was the old Nick
Maloof’s and it was an after-hours place
were Syrian food was the special and maybe
a late night highball could be available, too.
Today it’s not Syrian food or bread; it’s
Lebanese or pita bread.

The Puritan was a hangout on Essex St
and so was the Downyflake. Sonny’s
Restaurant drew many people after the
movies and the owner’s son now is the
owner of Hayes’ Caf¢, a place that for years
had a hole in the wooden floor patched with
asphalt. It may still be there! Many
politicians hung at Hayes and so did many
city workers. It is rumored that a Street
Department crew patched the floor with
some stock left from a street paving job,
although in those days it might have been a
job order from City Hall.

There was an Al’s Diner on Essex St.
where Leo’s bar was just across from the
Elderly at Essex and Broadway and an Al’s
Diner still exist after all these years on South
B’way going toward the now closed Sacred
Heart Church and many of the old crowd
still start their day with coffee and a great
breakfast there. You could also get a lot of
the “skinny” on the city’s doing at Al’s
Diner in Southie.

Could we ever write an article and omit
the Mrs. and Me Diner on South Union St.?
It was a place right out of a Damon Runyon
novel. There were more characters to hit
this place that you could count: Mayors,
Alderman, ex athletes, construction workers
and an occasional “lady of the night”. This
place opened about 10:30 or 11:00 pm and
the bars would close at 12 or 1 am so, of
course, many of the patrons of Vic’s formerly
Jennie’s, Dan’s Cafe owned by the late
Sammy Abbott, the gang from Jeft’s Caf¢,
owned then by Mort Donahue which is now
called the Lightship and the gang from
Gilligan’s also called the Whippet Club, last-
rounders came from the British Club and
from Bucko’s and the Calumet and Ivers
Club on So B’way. You would and could
likely meet anyone at this place. Maybe it
was a forerunner of “Cheers” where
everyone knew your name. The cook in
this place was the chief of all the characters
that frequented this place and his name was
Ernie. He would call almost everyone
“mushroom.” Eventually, people started
calling the place either Mushroom’s or

ordering what the short
order cook was
screaming about
“French Toist.”

Mushy’s. People came from all around the
city and overnight truckers would stop by
for a snack.

The food was nothing to brag about
and if Ernie was in a bad mood he would
explode and scream and rant like crazy at
whoever put in the order. On summer nights
his screaming and yelling would bring the
cruisers two or three times a night to quiet
things down. Most cops knew all the
customers and Ernie and would just tell him
to knock off the noise and yelling. Most of
the customers were coming after a night of
throwing back some big numbers of beer or
heavier stuff - it wasn’t drugs in those days
- and the saying “he or she was pretty high”
meant that that person had consumed too
much alcohol.

One night Ernie was screaming and
acting up about making French Toast cause
it cluttered his grill so naturally almost every
third person would order just to get him
going and of course he’d explode. Yelling
throwing things and also throwing all of us
out and even calling the cops who told him

he was the one they wanted to simmer
down. Can you imagine because of French
Toist as he called it?

Well, when things finally calmed down,
he’d let us back in and lo and behold an out
of state rig driver pulls up and comes in and
sits on the stool next to me and starts a
conversation. He says, “It’s nice to find an
all night diner and to be able to take a break
on his way to Presque Isle, Maine, after
driving most of the night.” He said, “The
coffee is pretty good; what do you think I
should order?”

Of course, I said, “This guy makes the
best French Toast you’ve ever had.” The
unsuspecting transient gives Ernie his order
as Ernie now seems pretty subdued and it
was like flicking “nutty switch” as Ernie went
off. He called the driver every name in the
book and invented some swears that I've
never heard again, threatened to call the
cops and threatened to come over the
counter with a knife if this “&0%$#* didn’t
leave; this at the top of his lungs.

The poor driver couldn’t leave fast
enough and was as scared as I’ve ever seen
anyone as he went to his rig. All of us
“regular attendees were all broken up with
laughter at this scene. Eventually Tom
Branco and his wife Mary bought the place
and although the crowds were still pretty
good with Ernie the Mushroom out of the
picture, it was a different mood. I must say
that although there was a diverse crowd and
many that had too much to drink there was
rarely any fights among the patrons.

Most of the media did not pay much
attention to 26 words in Governor Mitt
Romney’s recent State of the State
speech. He said, “And, there’s more on
my agenda for the coming year. I’ll work
for a program that gives seniors a better
choice to age in their homes.”

Just a few words, but it speaks
volumes for what seniors and their
families, as well as disabled adults, want
regarding a “better choice” i.e. care at
home. The age-old idea of a one-way
ticket to a nursing home as you become
more disabled is simply not acceptable
anymore to either elders or adults.

Older people, and the disabled, want
to be cared for at home. We need to have
the benefits of a rehabilitative stay if
needed in a quality institutional setting.
But following that hopefully brief stay in
an institutional setting, we are likely to
want to return home where we can live
more independently.

The choices available now to elders
are very limited in terms of paying for this

choice and quite often our elders are
forced to stay in an institutional setting
simply because the current payment
system is designed to keep them there.
The legislature at this very moment has
in its hands a solution to this issue. It’s
called the “equal choice” bill, and it’s
sitting in the health care bill Conference
Committee.

Maybe those few words were lost to many
of the Governor’s listeners, but not to
advocates of the elderly and disabled who
want to see change in our Long Term Care
policies. The Governor was right: we all
deserve “a better choice” in where and
how we receive the care that someday we
will all likely need.
